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What Has UAD Done for the Deaf Community?

That question has gone through the minds of many people.
At the UAD Rally held recently, an impressive list was made to
remind people of what UAD has been doing and continues to do.

Among its programs are the Telecommunications Project,
which serves multiply disabled deaf people and which employs
two full time employees. Interpreter services is another one,
funded by United Way, providing free interpreting services with
one full time and two part time interpreters. The Adult Educa-
tion Pilot Project, funded by the Utah Board of Education, has
had experts teaching consumer economics, current events, family
relationships and human sexuality.

Listed under general programs were reduced TTY long dis-
tance phone rates with Mountain Bell, TTY repair services under
Rehab, Miss Deaf Utah Pageant, annual Amateur Night drama pro-
gram, Deaf Women's Conference, Leadership Training, Women on
Target, UAD Bulletin published monthly, State Fair Booth, sale
of sign language Books, TTY machines and TTY supplies.

UAD is recognized as a responsible community agency, and
is a member agency of the United Way of the Great Salt Lake
Area. UAD is represented on the Governor's Committee on Employ-
ment of the Handicapped, Salt Lake County 504 Committee, Advi-
sory Council for the Division of Rehabilitation, Advisory Com-
mittee to the Services to the Deaf, Advisory Board to the Client
Assistance and Advocacy Project, Mountain Bell Advisory Council
for the Handicapped.

In addition, the UAD is actively assisting the Board of
Education in its efforts to secure funding through the legis-
lature for the Comprehensive Community Center for the Deaf.

Our deaf leaders have worked hard to make all these possible
-- committee members, workers and helpers have done their share.
We can stand tall and be proud of the mark we are making in Utah.

Women on Target -- Second Class to Start in January

Women on Target, a personal effectiveness class started in
September for deaf women to help them improve their self image
and to take charge of their life, has successfully completed
its first class.

These places DO NOT offer discounts.

Salt Lake Frat has been recognized by Utah Transit Author-
ity as an agency to sign UTA application cards for Handy Passes.
The deadline for application is December 15.
