1. Food.  Keep at least three days of food in an airtight, water-

proof container. 

2. Water. Store at least three days of water specifically for your 

pets. 

3. Medicines and medical records. Keep an extra supply of 

medicines your pet takes on a regular basis in a waterproof 

container. 

4. Collar with ID tag, harness or leash.  Your pet should wear a 

collar with its rabies tag and identification at all times.  

Include a backup leash, color and ID tag in your petôs 

emergency supply kit.  You should also consider talking 

with your veterinarian about permanent identification such 

as microchipping, and emergency planning for your pet. 

5. Crate or other pet carrier.  The carrier should be large enough 

for your pet to stand, turn around and lie down along with 

familiar items like favorite toys, treats or bedding to reduce 

stress for your pet.

Democrat Wants to Require 
Disability - friendly Internet

  WASHINGTON--At the moment, most TVs and tele-

phones must be outfitted with special features for people with 

hearing, vision, and speech impairments under U.S. law. Now 

an influential Democratic congressman wants to expand those 

requirements to their Internet counterparts.  

 The bill (PDF) being drafted by Rep. Edward Markey 

(D-Mass.) would require, at least in some cases, dramatic 

changes in the way Internet phone- and video-related products 

are designed, while making it more difficult than under existing 

law for companies to claim exemptions from those require-

ments.  

 The bill also contains new rules for manufacturers of 

any gadget designed to receive or display video programming, 

be it Internet-based or otherwise. They would generally be re-

quired to equip those devices with the ability to decode and 

display closed captions, to deliver "video description" services, 

and to present typical ticker-style emergency messages in a 

way that's accessible to the blind and visually impaired.  

 Furthermore, the devices would have to be designed so 

that on-screen menus are accessible in real-time to individuals 

with disabilities, and all remote controls would have to contain 

a "conspicuous" buttons for activating closed captioning.  

 A variety of disabilities advocates voiced support for 

the bill at Thursday's hearing.  

 At the moment, federal rules require all TVs with 

screens larger than 13 inches to contain chips to display closed 

captions. But that's no longer sufficiently stringent. 

 In 2002, the Federal Communications Commission set 

rules that required video operators to provide that video de-

scription service, but a court overturned those rules, arguing 

that they were contrary to Congress's intent. Part of Markey's 

bill attempts to restore those rules, which Acosta, who spoke on 

behalf of the American Council of the Blind, applauded.  

 "New regulations may not be needed because the tech-

nology and wireless industries are already taking the necessary 

steps to make sure their products and applications are indeed 

accessible to all people," said Rep. Cliff Stearns (R-Fla.), the 

panel's ranking member.  

 Wireless companies, for their part, already make 

phones that use voice recognition, software that will "read out" 

or magnify screen information, and other features designed to 

help sensory-impaired users, said Dane Snowden, vice presi-

dent of external and state affairs for CTIA-The Wireless Asso-

ciation. All cell phones are compatible with TTY, also known 

as Text Telephone Device, which allows deaf or hard-of-

hearing people to communicate through text, and about 40 

phone models are compatible with hearing aids, he added.  

 Another potential problem with the bill is that it al-

lows unhappy customers to file private lawsuits alleging viola-

tions of the disability requirements, said Ken Nakata, a former 

U.S. Department of Justice civil rights attorney who now works 

for the consulting firm BayFirst Solutions in Seattle.

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complaint further alleges that the Soraces tried to make an ap-

pointment by telephone using an interpreter that the hospital 

provided.  The clinic refused to schedule an appointment for 

Mr. Sorace because he is deaf.  The Soraces then scheduled an 

appointment with a different orthopedic clinic.   

 This case illustrates that video remote interpreting is 

not always an appropriate accommodation for patients who are 

deaf, stated Rosaline Crawford, Director of the NAD Law and 

Advocacy Center.  Patients and interpreters need to see each 

other.  When this is not possible using video remote interpret-

ing equipment, hospitals may need to provide another accom-

modation that is effective, such as qualified sign language inter-

preter services on site.•    

 It is inexcusable for hospitals or health care providers 

to refuse to accept relay calls or schedule appointments for pa-

tients who are deaf, stated Bobbie Beth Scoggins, NAD Presi-

dent. 

 The complaints request the United States District 

Court to declare that St. Agnes Hospital violated the Rehabilita-

tion Act of 1973 and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 

1990 and award money damages to Mr. and Mrs. Sorace.

NAD and Law Firm File  

Complaint Against St. Agnes 
Hospital  

 Silver Spring, MD - The National Association of the 

Deaf and Brown, Goldstein & Levy, LLP, have filed a com-

plaint in federal court against St. Agnes Hospital alleging its 

failure to provide qualified sign language interpreter services to 

ensure effective communication with Daniel and Michelle 

Sorace, a deaf couple.  The complaint was filed in the United 

States District Court in Baltimore, Maryland.    

 The complaint alleges that after Mr. Sorace fell from 

the roof of his home, he was transported to St. Agnes Hospital 

by ambulance at approximately 1:30 p.m., on May 26, 

2007.  On the way to and after their arrival at the hospital, Mrs. 

Sorace repeatedly requested qualified sign language interpreters 

to ensure effective communication with hospital staff, accord-

ing to the complaint.   

 The complaint alleges that, due to his injuries, Mr. 

Sorace could only move his right hand.  Despite Mr. 

Sorace©úÊs condition, hospital staff attempted to use Deaf-

Talk, a video remote interpreting service.  Mrs. Sorace ex-

plained that this accommodation was not appropriate because 

Mr. Sorace could not see the television monitor because he was 

on a stretcher facing the ceiling.  Furthermore, the interpreter 

would not be able to see both his head and his right hand.   

The complaint alleges that Mrs. Sorace contacted a friend who 

contacted an interpreter.  The interpreter arrived at the hospital 

at 7 p.m. and stayed until 11 a.m., when the hospital began pro-

viding its own interpreter services.   

 Prior to being discharged, Mr. Sorace was told to 

schedule an appointment with a clinic within St. Agnes Hospi-

tal.  The complaint alleges that when Mrs. Sorace tried to 

schedule an appointment by telephone through a video relay 

service, St. Agnes Hospital refused to accept the call.  The
