VITAL RECORDS & STATISTICS 
FEES INCREASE 

 This was recently announced.  Information was 

adapted from http://health.utah.gov/vitalrecords/: 

 To All Concerned:  

 Effective July 1, 2009, the fee schedule will change 

for services provided by all state and local vital records offices 

in Utah. This is to implement Utah©úÊs Fiscal Year Appro-

priations Act, House Bill 2. This act provides for the support 

and operation of state government for the fiscal year 2010. The 

last fee increase for vital records was in 2003. The new fee 

schedule increases the cost for some copies, abstracts and 

search for vital records. The schedule below lists the services 

affected by the fee increase, effective July 1, 2009:  

¶ Issuing certified copy of abstract birth or voluntary dec-

laration of paternity or verifying any of the same infor-

mation.   $18.00 for the first copy, abstract or verification 

and $8.00 for each additional copy of the same record.  

¶ Issuing certified copy of a certificate of still birth , or veri-

fying any of the same information.   $15.00 for the first 

copy, abstract or verification and $8.00 for each additional 

copy of the same record.  

¶ Issuing a certified copy of a death or fetal death certifi-

cate or verifying any of the same information.   $16.00 for 

the first copy or verification of the information and $8.00 

for each copy of the same record.  

¶ Issuing certified burial transit permit, $7.00 for each copy.

 Natisha Luke has the ability to do a lot of things.  

She is a certified phlebotomist.  She's also holding down a 

regular job as a cashier for Home Depot. 

 Most recently, Luke has shown her ability to compete 

against her peers, and win.   She was one of seven girls compet-

ing for the title of, 'Miss Deaf Utah.' 

 Natisha was born hearing.   When she was very young, 

she developed an ear infection and never recovered.  

 It was her aunt who told her to enter this competition 

and her entire family who gave her the courage to see it 

through. 

 Natisha says her new crown will now enable her to 

share her encouraging message with younger, hearing impaired 

girls.  "Don't be negative about your deafness. Just be happy 

about it. You're blessed with it. It's what makes you special," 

said Luke.

Opry in Tennessee Offers  
Captions for Hearing Impaired  

 NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) ð The Grand Ole Opry 

remains steeped in a tradition of sound, but the 83-year-old 

country music program will offer captions for the hearing im-

paired for the first time Saturday. 

 About 450 people participating at the Hearing Loss 

Association of America convention in Nashville this week will 

attend one of the Opry's evening shows and will be able to fol-

low along with captions on large projection screens. 

 Vince Gill, Alison Krauss, Hal Ketchum, Little Jimmy 

Dickens and others are set to perform. 

 Vice president and general manager of the Opry, Pete 

Fisher, said the show is somewhat of an experiment and cap-

tions may be used again in the future. 

 "It is somewhat of a paradox our show that has a 80 

plus-year history and presents over six decades of music each 

week to be on the cutting edge of technology," Fisher said. "But 

we've been committed to employing state of the art technol-

ogy." 

 Nancy Macklin, director of events for the association, 

said the group asked the Opry about the captioning since many 

convention attendees wanted to see a show. Macklin said cap-

tioning at entertainment venues, including sports stadiums, is 

growing. 

 The association estimates nearly 36 million people in 

the U.S. have some degree of hearing loss. 

 "The technology has been around, but more and more 

venues are using it as hard-of-hearing people are requesting it," 

Macklin said. "They (Opry) now know it exists and it's avail-

able."
