Miss Deaf Utah:  
Natisha Luke 

 Natisha Luke was born and raised 

in St. George.  She got an ear infection at 2 

months old, and was given medication for 

it.  By the time she was 2, she became deaf. 

 She was mainstreamed throughout 

her school career and graduated from Pine-

view High School. 

 Natisha is the oldest  of 5 children, and the only Deaf 

person in her family.  She has 3 brothers and 1 sister. 

 She decided to compete in the Miss Deaf Utah pro-

gram because she plans to become a teacher or nurse, and was 

hoping to win the scholarship money.   She said the most chal-

lenging part of the competition was memorizing her platform 

speech.  And the most enjoyable parts were the dance practice 

with the other girls, the workshops and the socializing. 

 ñWorking with the girls, I learned that it is good to be 

patient and not stress out, and to use team work.ò Natisha said. 

 Natisha encourages other girls compete in the Miss 

Deaf Utah program because it helps develop your confidence in 

yourself and helps you discover your own abilities and talents. 

 Natisha plans to attend college to become a nurse or a 

teacher for deaf kids.  She loves children. 

 Natisha shared that in 5th grade she had low self-

esteem.  She felt different because of her deafness, and felt that 

no one would accept her. She wouldnôt accept herself as Deaf. 

Later her Grandpa said, ñBeing Deaf is not a disability unless 

you make it one.ò   From that, she learned to accept being Deaf 

and be proud of it.  ñDonôt make it a negative, make it a posi-

tive.ò  She says, ñNow I love being deaf, it's what makes me 

special.  Plus, I can sleep peacefully!ò 

 Natisha shared an embarrassing moment: ñIn 7th grade 

I rode the bus everyday.  One day I wore a skirt, and I as I got 

off the bus I tripped and fell and ripped the skirt.   My crush 

was standing right there and I fell in front of him! It was so 

embarrassing! I went into the bathroom and cried.ò 

 Natisha said, ñI didnôt think I would win, and I was 

very surprised that I did.  It took me a couple of days to let the 

title of Miss Deaf Utah sink in. And now I am excited to serve 

as Miss Deaf Utah.  I feel honored, proud and great.ò 

 

Andrea Vigil:  1st runner up 
 Andrea was born and raised in Utah.  She is the only 

deaf person in her family. 

 She was born 2 months early weighing just 2 lbs 4 oz, 

and her premature birth caused her deafness. 

 In 2nd grade she had eye cancer in her left eye, leaving 

that eye blind.  She has a glass eye, although youôd probably 

never know it. 

 Andrea attended mainstreams 

schools under USDB.  She attended the oral 

program, and later the signing program.  

She has known how to sign since she was 

little. 

 Andrea shared that her greatest 

experience was when she was able to go to 

Washington D.C. with a program called 

ñClose Up.ò  She met many Deaf people, 

visited a variety of places, and learned about politics.  She met 

Deaf friends that she still keeps in contact with, and developed 

lasting relationships with people. This experience changed her 

life. 

 Andrea said she had several reasons for competing, ñI 

joined the Miss Deaf Utah program because I have experienced 

teen pageants and I wanted to compare them.  Also, there were 

professional workshops put on that really helped.  Plus, I want 

to go back to school, and the prize money would help.  And I 

thought it would be a good experience  to meet people, to show 

who I am and that I can represent Utah.ò 

 Her greatest challenge in competing came when she 

was in a bad car accident 3 days before the competition.  She 

wanted to give up, but decided to stick with it. 

 While participating in the Miss Deaf Utah program 

she enjoyed getting to know the other girls, learning about their 

different backgrounds and experiences, and seeing their 

friendly personalities. She really enjoyed the contestantôs re-

treat to Park City and the fun of going down the Alpine Slide. 

 When asked if she would advise other girls to com-

pete, she said, ñYes! You can gain confidence and have great 

experiences.  Plus people help you get ready. Itôs awesome.ò 

 Currently Andrea works for Sorenson Communica-

tions in their marketing division doing tele-education .  She 

helps train others on how to use Video Relay Services.  She 

hopes to go back to school, possibly in the field of marketing. 

 Andrea was surprised that she won 1st runner up.  But 

now she  looks forward to serving the Deaf Community, being 

a role model, and supporting Miss Deaf Utah. 

 

 

Melissa Mischo: 2nd Runner Up 
 Melissa was born in Wisconsin and moved to Utah 

when she was 4 years old.  She grew up in Utah living in Mid-

vale, Sandy, and South Jordan. 

 She was born Deaf, and has Deaf parents and a Deaf 

brother as well.   

 She spent her school career mainstreamed with an 

interpreter, and graduated from Bingham High School.

She was the only Deaf student there, but got 

along fine with the hearing students. 

 She decided to compete in the Miss 

Deaf Utah program through the encourage-

ment of friends and to see what it was like.   

While it was challenging to commit to attend-

ing the workshops and practices, she had fun 

being around the other girls. 

 She encourages others to compete 

because itôs great to meet other people and to learn about them 

and their backgrounds. 

 Melissa plans to go to college and prepare for a career 

in the medical field.  She is considering being an Oncologist, a 

Pathologist, or a Virologist. 

 One of her greatest experiences was playing on the 

USAôs Deaf Basketball team and winning the Silver Medal.   

She had fun meeting Deaf people from other countries and 

learning to communicate with them using different signs.  

 

 

Utahn's Hearing Disability  
No Handicap

  Despite being born partially deaf, Matt Huff's life has 

been full of talk, music and fast-flying water polo balls heading 

straight for his head. 
  According to Huff, "difficulties are nothing more than 

obstacles that we need to overcome." 
"There is really nothing that we can't do," said Huff, of Kearns, 

Utah. 
  Huff plays the piano and saxophone and has taken 

private lessons for the flute. He served a mission for The 

Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. And in September, 

he'll compete on the United States Deaf Water Polo Team at 

the 21st Summer Deaflympics in Taipei, Taiwan. 
  As the team's goalie, he'll have the responsibility to 

lead a team of players who experience varying degrees of hear-

ing loss. 
  "There are some who are completely deaf and can 

only sign," Huff said. "Others can speak and sign. They come 

from various backgrounds." 
   
 Huff has enjoyed playing sports throughout his life. 

He swam competitively and played hockey, soccer, church 

basketball and volleyball, and ultimate Frisbee. But his passion 

has always been water polo. 
  He took a two-year break from the sport to serve a 

Mormon mission in Phoenix and Tucson, Ariz., spending a 

year in each area. He served a deaf mission, and it was there he 

really came to accept his "deaf heritage."   
  "It was on my mission where I truly learned to sign," 

Huff said. Prior to that, he could only sign a few words. 
  At the Deaflympics, Huff will use hand signals, 

splashes and touches to communicate with his team. Unlike 

regular water polo matches, there won't be any whistles or 

buzzers. Instead, the referees will use hand signals to make 

calls. The players are responsible to watch for them, though 

they're easy to spot, Huff said. 
  "The refs are much more animated," he said. 
  Being a part of this team "feels unique," he said. It's a 

feeling he's gotten used to throughout his life. 
  After beginning speech therapy when he was 18 

months old, Huff attended Utah Schools for the Deaf and Blind 

through the sixth grade. He went on to attend Thomas Jefferson 

Junior High and Kearns High. 
  Huff said being deaf should not stop anyone from do-

ing what they want. 
  "Just do it," he said. 
  Huff needs to raise $4,500 to participate in the 

Deaflympics.
